· Front row seating at the February TELI, Fall and Spring conferences

· Training, mentoring and support to draw upon for guidance & assistance while serving as a Club Coach.  You are part of a team!
· Recognition at the July TELI by receiving the Phoenix Award upon successful completion.

· Club Coach is awarded Credit towards the Advanced Leader upon successful completion.

· A certificate is sent to the Club Coach upon successful completion.

· We will celebrate, at the Club and the district when you achieve the goal!

· Above all, you’ll have the pride of knowing that you helped save a toastmasters club.
