Newsletter/electronic newsletter: Send three different issues published since July 1, 2007.


Web site: Send a hard copy of the home page and include the Web address (URL). If your Web site is not accessible to the public (for example, a company Web site), send a hard copy of the Web pages, in color if possible.


Flyer/brochure: Send a copy designed and used since July 1, 2007.


Guest packet: Send a guest packet used since July 1, 2007


Other: Send copies of any of the following:


advertisements such as calendar insertions or blurbs that result in getting visitors


press releases


displays and photos of events/presentations


signs


or other creative marketing strategies used since July 1, 2007.  Creativity and originality are key components of this category.








Judging Criteria


Club entries will be judged on a variety of criteria, including but not limited to the following:


The content must support the mission of Toastmasters International and the mission of the club.


Club member’s names and stories should be prominently featured, where applicable.


Club contact information should be easily identifiable and accurate.


The information must be presented in a unique and persuasive manner.


The design must be esthetically appealing.


Entries must include a cover letter with the club’s name, editor's or writer’s/creator’s name, club president's name, and editor's or writer’s/creator’s phone, address, and email address. 


A committee of Toastmasters and non-Toastmasters will select a winner in each category. Winners will be announced and recognized with a certificate and/or trophy at the District 6 Spring Convention, May 17th, 2008.
