Remember that clubs that have fewer than 20 members must have a net gain of 5 before June 30, 2003 to qualify for Distinguished Club status. District 6 has 177 clubs that have fewer than 20 members. Thirty-four clubs have fewer than 12 members. Can your club get to 20 members by June 30, 2003? I know you can!!

Has your club welcomed a new member this year? Every club should add one new member a month to stay a healthy club. Seventy-five clubs have not added one member since July 1st.

Unauthorized or inappropriate use of our trademarks could lead to the loss of our organization’s right to use these trademarks. This would mean that TI would cease to exist as the world’s premier communications training organization.

Districts and clubs may use the names “Toastmasters International,” “Toastmasters,” and the emblem/logo on stationary, business cards, bulletins, newsletters, web pages, program covers, agendas and similar items sanctioned by the club/district, and directly related to and focused on the club/district missions.

The Toastmasters emblem/logo cannot be altered or included as part of another graphic. Clubs cannot animate the emblem on their web pages.
