Some things you can do:

-Identify who can complete a CTM, ATM-B, ATM-S, ATM-G, CL, AL, or DTM.

-Identify who might have achieve those designations and never submitted the paperwork, EVEN FROM PREVIOUS YEARS!! (several people have submitted applications from several years ago that were never submitted).

-Check to make sure all new members this year have been credited.  Our two new members from my own club went months without showing up on TI’s report, and we never would have gotten credit if we hadn’t checked.

-Recruit new members.  

My own club, Cultivated, showed 12 members.  Two applications from months ago were never received, bringing us to 14.  We needed to clear up a membership problem on a reinstatement, bringing us to 15.  With two new members this week, we’ve made it to 17.  We need to finish with 20 members to be Distinguished, and we’re going to do it.  But we would never make it if we hadn’t checked our reports.

Many clubs with 2 or 3 DCP points may not be all that far away.  With some goal setting and focusing, just about every club could still make it.
