Clubs that start the year with fewer than 20 members and end the year with 20 or more members will receive special recognition from Toastmasters International. Clubs that demonstrate a net growth of five members will also receive recognition from World Headquarters.

Does your club have more than 8 members? The minimum number of members a club must have to be considered an active club is 8. Six clubs in District 6 have fewer than 8 members. The District Leaders will be working together to help these clubs build membership. Is your club one of the clubs listed below? Feel free to contact me for suggestions. Clubs under 8 are: Zephyrus, Talking Meds, First Energizers, Debate Club, On Target, and Qwestians. Clubs with fewer than 8 members are not eligible to compete in speech contests and are at risk of being suspended by Toastmasters International.

DUES: Dues are due!! Dues for the April, 2003 – September 2003 period must be received 

by Toastmasters International no later than April 10, 2003.  Your club must submit dues on time if members of your club want to compete in speech contests this spring. Contestants from a club that has not yet paid dues will be ineligible to compete in the Area, Division, and District contests.

Dues for 2 clubs are still outstanding for the October, 2002 – March, 2003 period. Check the District website for the current list www.d6tm.org.
